8.0. ZS!I(E)._—_ Whereas the Central Government vide Order No. S.0.88(F) dated 17"
January, 2012 (hereinafter referred to as the Principal Order) issued under the provision of section 3
of the Jute Packaging Materials (Compulsory Use in Packing Commodities) Act, 1987 (hereinafter
referred to as the JPM Act) reserved foodgrain and sugar for 100 percent packaging in jute packaging
material for the jute year 2011-12. The validity of the said Principal Order has been extended upto
30.11.2012, vide Order No. S.0. 2362(E), dated 28" September, 2012.
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: And, whereas, under the provisions of Section 16(1) of the JPM Act, the Central Government,
if it is of the opinion that it is necessary or expedient so to do in the public interest, may exempt any ;
person or class of persons, supplying or distri buting any commod ity or class of commodities, from the
opération of an order made under Section 3 of the Act.

And, whereas, the Central Government in exercise of its power under section 16(1) of the
JPM Act, vide Order No. S.0. 1524(E), dated 9" July, 2012 have exempted the state agencies from
the operation of Principle Order (and thus allowing for packaging foodgrains in material other than
Jute) upto the extent of a total qQuantity of 3.5 lakh bales for the period from July-September, 2012
during KharifTMarketing Season (KMS) 2012-13,

And, whereas, the Department of Food & Public Distribution has informed that against the
aforeasaid exemption for 3.5 lakh bales of HDPE/pp bags, action could not be taken for the
procurement of 2.188 lakh bales of HDPE/PP bags and hence requested that the Central Government
Order No. S.0. 1524(E), dated 9 July, 2012 be extended beyond 30" September, 2012 for the
remaining 2.188 lakh bales of HDPE/PP bags during the KMS 2012-13.

And, whereas, the Government of India has considered that due to peak demands of the paddy
procuring States, there would be a shortfall in the supply of jute bags beyond 30" September, 2012.

And, whereas, in view of the problems likely to be faced by the State Procurement Agencies
due to shortage of supply of jute bags beyond 30" September, 2012 of KMS 2012-13.

Now, therefore, the Central Government being of the opinion that it is necessary or expedient
$0 10 do in the public interest, and in exercise of the powers under the provision of Section 16(1) of
the JPM Act, hereby exempt the State Agencies from the operation of the Principal Order (and thus
allowing for packaging foodgrains in material other than jute) upto the extent of a total quantity of
2.188 lakh bales beyond 30™ September, 2012 for the Kharif Marketing Season 2012-13, These bags
may be procured for the purpose upto 15" November, 2012 .

The proposed exemption would be within the limit of 20% of the total procurement of
foodgrain made by such agencies for the current jute year. It is subject to the' condition that the
HDPE/PP Bags would be used only in case of emergency i.e. only when and to the extent the Jute
bags are not available inspite of the indentors/ State agencies having placed the projected monthly
indents for Jute bags in time and the closing balance of HDPE and Jute Bags would need to be
furnished by the State Agencies to the Central Government. The State/Agency wise, apportionment
of procurement of HDPE/PP bags would be done by the Department of Food & Public Distribution
within the parameters contained in this order from time to time in consultation with the Ministry of
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
