8.0. 933(E).— Whercag, the Central Governmerit vide Order No. S.0.88(E) dated 17"
January, 2012 (hereinafter referred to as the Principal Order) issued under the provision of section
3 of the Jute Packaging Materials (Compulsory Use in Packing Commodities) Act, 1987
(hereinafier referred to as the JPM Act) reserved foodgrain and sugar for 100 percent packaging
in jute packaging material for the jute year 2011-12.

And, whereas, under the provisions of Section 16(1) of the JPM Act, the Central
Government, if it is of the opinion that it is necessary or expedient so to do in the public interest,
may exempt any person or class of persons, supplying or distributing any commodity or class of
commodities, from the operation of an order made under Section 3 of the Act.
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Whereas Ministry of Consumer Affairs, Department of Food & Public Distribution has
intimated that Govt. of Madhya Pradesh has informed that wheat procurement in Madhya Pradesh
may reach 80 lakh tonnes instead of the initial projection of 65 lakh tonnes and have
recommended that immediate relaxation tor use of 40000 bales of HDPE/PP Bags for the wheat
procurement in Madhya Pradesh during RMS 2012-13 may be granted.

And, whereas, the Central Government has reviewed the demand of B.Twill jute bags for
packing foodgrains for Rabi Marketing Season (RMS) 2012-13 and the eorresponding supply
capacity and performance of jute industry in respect of supply to the Government procuremement
agencies with the consultation of Jute Commissioner, Kolkata.

And, whereas, the Government of India has considered that due to additional demand, the
estimated requirement of the packing materials by the procurement agencies for the RMS 2012-
13 has increased from the initial projection of 1.44 lakh bales to 3.20 lakh bales.

And, whereas, in view of the problems faced by the Govt. of Madhya Pradesh due to lack
of correct pre-season estimation of crop, laie placement of indent and the subsequent probiems in
distribution of bags within the State, resulting in disruption of orderly supply within the state of
Madhya Pradesh.

Now, therefore, the Central Government being of the opinion that it is necessary or
expedient so to do in the public interest, and in exercise of the powers under the provision of
Section 16(1) of the JPM Act, hereby exempt the Madhya Pradesh State Agency from the
operation of the Principal Order (and thus allowing for packaging foodgrains in material other
than jute) upto the extent of a total quantity of 40,000 bales for the Rabi Marketing Season 2012-
13. The proposed relaxation would be within the limit of 20% of the total procurements of
foodgrain made by such agency for the current jute year. It is subject to the condition that the use
of HDPE/PP Bags would be used only incase of emergency and at the end of the current RMS,
the closing balance of HDPE and Jute Bags would need to be furnished by the Govt. of Madhya
Pradesh to the Central Government.

The exemption would be valid for procurement and packing of foodgrain made upto 31
May, 2012.
